WHY TO USE TOR?
Years ago I would have never imagined that we would have been compelled in the third millennium to switch to the dark net via TOR in order to be able to admire works of art or to watch the images of an educational book.

The book to which I refer is "Zeig Mal!". It is a sex education book by photographer Will McBride, written with psychiatrist Helga Fleischhauer-Hardt for children and their parents. It appeared in 1974 in German and was followed in 1990 by a second edition.

The book won several awards but due to rising pressure from a newly arising "moral majority" the publishers and McBride decided to take it off the market in 1996.

The book was translated into English, Dutch, French, Italian, Spanish, Norwegian, and Czech under the titles "Show Me!", "Laat's zien!", "Fais voir!", "Fammi vedere!", "¡A ver!", "Få se" and "Ukaž mi to!". 

From the date of the first publication, over one million copies in eight languages had been sold all over the world.

because the constant pressure exerted by groups of influential people had forced the manager of BL-Lit website to remove the images from the server of the normal net (www net).
The manager of BL-Lit website published then those images in a server of the dark net (onion net).

For some, the book is pornography, and being children there, child pornography.

This is an opinion as well, and as such, must be respected and compared with one's own opinion.
I stopped using TOR in 2009 because I was convinced that every legal content could be published in the normal net and that no moral prejudice could prevent it.

But evidently it is not so, and the proof is that an increasing amount of people nowadays are currently publishing their own websites in the dark net and do that, in order to defend themselves from the attacks of self-proclaimed “correct thinker” and non-entitled arrogant people.
Compared to three years ago, TOR is significantly better today and is much easier to install and use, exactly as it happened many years ago in the case of the then user-unfriendly Linux. During the last three years the TOR nodes have almost tripled making the (dark) web faster than before.

So, if this and other aspects of freedom are of interest to you, roll up your sleeves and learn to use TOR (it is quite easy!) and possibly do contribute with your own data flow-rate to the growth of the TOR net.
Please do not use www.tor2web.org proxy service as it still does not work properly.

TOR BROWSER BUNDLE - INTRODUCTION, DOWNLOAD, INSTALLATION AND USE

If you want to install Tor Browser Bundle in an USB key (choice not required, but recommended for privacy reasons), contrary to what is shown on the above linked tutorial video please first download the *.exe file (program) and the *.asc file (signature) into a temporary directory on your desktop, second copy the two files from the temporary directory on your desktop into the root directory of your USB key and third run the *.exe file that is now in the USB key (this one!) by double clicking it.

Acting this way and choosing the default path automatically proposed by the running extraction program, you will be sure to create the "Tor Browser" directory in the USB key. After the end of the extraction process you can permanently delete the two files on the temporary directory on your desktop and the temporary directory too.

During the extraction process,  the window "% Extracting" that will appear on your screen, will probably not show the correct data and the system will look like doing noting or being blocked but it is not so and the process is indeed been running. This is probably due to a bug of the tor installation software.

Don't worry about that. Please be patient and just wait till the end of the process. Please note that quite a long time might be required (ca. 1 hour) by the extraction process by using an USB 1 interface as they will be unpacked something like 2500 files (ca.) and 350 directories (ca.).

Starting the tor browser from an USB key takes really a long time (ca. 20 m with an old PC). Instead, starting the tor browser from a hard disk is much quicker (some seconds). 
As you click the file "Start Tor Browser.exe" in the "Tor Browser" directory, first will appear the "Vidalia Control Panel" and after a while, automatically, the Aurora browser window (Aurora is a Firefox dedicated version for TOR).
As you finish browsing, please do not close Aurora but simply press the red button "exit" on Vidalia Control Panel.

It would be a good idea to learn how to verify the signature of the downloaded file in order to be sure that the downloaded file is not a corrupted file or a fake or something worse. Nevertheless you will download via a SSL connection (https) that is a cryptographic protocol that provide communication security.
